We have supported to representative teams to participate in Homeless World Cup tournaments – at the 2008 Melbourne event, and in 2010 in Rio de Janeiro. 

We would like to strengthen and grow our network of street football projects, so as to improve the existing projects and offer football training in new locations, offering more marginalised New Zealanders the opportunity to experience the benefits of sport.
